The following documents must be submitted in the application package. 
· A completed application form (next page).
· An official high school transcript (including grades awarded through the final semester). 
· An acceptance letter to the college or university the applicant plans to attend.
· Three (3) references. One reference should be from a staff member at the school the applicant currently attends. 
· An original essay of no less than 500 words (topic and directions are listed on application form).

NOTE: Essays written with the help of artificial intelligence (AI) will be disqualified.
